Through shared inquired,
higher leveled questioned, cooperative learning groups, fluency practice, and paired
non-fiction pieces, student experience a variety of learning and exploration in order

to internalize reading/ language skills and apply knowledge gained.

With short stories, read-aloud stories, chapter books, written response
journals, partner reading and questioning, and art experiences, second grade friends

fill their class time with meaning experience related to themes from the current text.
